Official Selection, during the most famous Films Festival in the world
and | really want to share with you these last three years that were such
an amazing experience to me : a genuine rock'n roll journey !

Rock’n Roll..OF C

Some people’s fates deserved to be known by everyone.

Henry Padovani, this young 24-years old Corsican, who arrived in
London in December 1976, is one of them.

Actor and witness of a period when the new alternative and revolutionary
trend, the Punk movement, arose, this self-taught guitar player went
through the 80's like a meteorite falling from nowhere.

Having left his native Corsica for a 15-day holiday, his stay turned into
a journey of over 7 years to Her Majesty’s land.

His uniqueness and faithfulness in friendship made him rub shoulders
with the most famous names in the history of rock and roll.

From The Police he founded with Stewart Copeland in January ‘77,
until his reunion on stage thirty years later in front of 80,000 people
in the Stade de France, from The Clash to The Sex Pistols, from The
Who to The Pretenders, from REM he signed up to Zucchero whom he
manages, with everyone, Henry shared a little bit of their music and a
lot of their lives.

Going back to his London memories, camera on the shoulder, a move
guided by a series of improvised sequences, of interviews of some
of these rock and roll heroes, and of those who were there, more
anonymous but just as important, the story of an extraordinary man told
in this film, faithful to his drive for freedom and spontaneity.

A man for whom rock and roll has always been synonymous of
friendship and solidarity.

A man who dedicated and keeps on dedicating his life to music, and
Rock’n Roall... Of Corse !
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But this film is also a family story.....

In 2007, as The Police were about to go on their reunion tour, my brother
Stéphane, who has been a huge fan since his teenage years, told me
about Henry Padovani’s life and suggested me to make a film about him.
Then he called our cousin, Lionel Guedj, who lives in Paris, to let him
know about this idea. A few months earlier he offered him Henry’s book

Secret Police Man (ed. Flammarion). And it all started, simply as that !
The book being the starting point our film project, Lionel was very
enthusiastic. Besides, they are both former musical journalists and they
used to work together on various subjects, dealing with photos and
videos. All this became suddenly so obvious... They will try to make it.

From the minute they first met, Lionel and Henry both hit it off. Henry
was about to go to London... It was our chance to start the shooting.
Everything went so fast, things happened so quickly that we had to
adapt ourselves without having the possibility to get into the traditional
“financial circus support”.

In France, partnerships with the CNC (National Fund for Cinema), a TV
channel or distributor usually require (too) much time to set up.

Being a total independant production, we were lucky to receive the
support of many professionnals who spontaneously joined us in this
exciting adventure such as Yves Deschamps, a very well-known editor
in the film industry (he worked on most of Jean-Jacques Beneix’s films
and more lately on The Chorus.)

The post production studio Film Factory in Clichy, near Paris, also
gave us their support by lending us their office so we could feel free to
achieve our project in good working conditions.

We've also been encouraged by Laurent Renard, a famous press
relations officer, who was seduced by our atypical approach and he
will represent us in Cannes. We have also the support of the Hotel 3.14
Partouche Group, and the Carlton Hotel.

The Corsican solidarity will occur as well concerning the organization
of the cocktail party surrounded by famous names such as the Pietra
beer, the Clos Columbu wine and many other Corsican specialities and
products.

Without all these support, Rock’n Roll...Of Corse ! would have never
been selected and screened at the most famous Films Festival of the
world.
